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Examples:

Fish AND chips.

He walked along the road AND sang a song.

He walked along the road BUT kept his mouth shut.

AS he walked along the road, he sang a song.

WHEN he was walking along the road, he saw his friend.

NOUNS, VERBS and ADJECTIVES are the glamorous kinds of words, but the
nuts and bolts of language are PREPOSITIONS and CONJUNCTIONS.

Some common prepositions
Many words in English are made up in part from Greek prepositions. In Greek, as
in English, prepositions change the case (ending) of PRONOUNS: after HIM, not
after HE; with THEM, not with THEY. In Greek, nouns also change in this way.

Here are some Greek prepositions: these will be important so learn them now. Copy
them out and say them aloud; then write them in English (Roman) letters. (I have
avoided giving any meanings, since these vary according to the noun or pronoun
ending. You will be able to learn these as you progress through the course
materials.)

Some common conjunctions
The common way to say MEN AND WOMEN in Greek is like modern European
and English methods. In this method, using a word for ‘and’, two words or phrases
are linked in the middle:

�RHVIN OEM KYREMOIN MEN AND WOMEN

If you are wondering which word means ‘men’ and which means ‘women’, you can
work it out from the English word gynaecology, the science of women’s diseases.

So what is the Greek word meaning ‘and’ in this example?
